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KFL has joined with other Maine libraries to purchase this new 
collection of popular e-books, known as the Maine InfoNet 
Download Library. Anyone with a library card from a participating 
library (140 libraries and counting!) can access this collection free 
of charge. 
 

This collection is offered through Overdrive, the current leader in the e-book lending market. The e-
books available can be read on Mac or PC computers, and can be transferred to the Barnes & Noble 
Nook, Sony eReader, Borders Kobo, and more (a full guide to compatible devices is available at our 
website). Unfortunately, these e-books cannot be read on Amazon Kindles or Apple iPads due to 
licensing and format incompatibility. 
 

The Download Library also offers free audio books in eAudiobooks in WMA and MP3 formats. Most 
eAudiobooks will play on most devices (including iPods), but choose a device that will play WMA files 
for access to all eAudiobooks. (See the Device Resource Center on the Download Library website 
information page.) MP3 Audiobooks can be downloaded to Mac computers. The WMA Audiobooks 
work only with PC based machines. Please see the 'Plays on' icons that display with each title for 
compatibility assistance.
