New Multi-Media Drop Library Façade Grant 
KFL, along with five other Kennebunk 
businesses and churches, is a recipi-
ent of a Community Development 
Block Grant, administered by the Town 
of Kennebunk. The Town was granted 
$115,000; the Library received 
$46,500 and will reimburse the Town 
for half that amount, $23,250  from its endowment.  
The scope of the grant focuses on the    Library’s 
front columns: replacement of the plinths and 
bases, spot woodwork repair, removal of column 
paint and subsequent sealing and repainting. The 
project is scheduled to be completed by early Sep-
tember.
